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Geoffrey T. Crowley

Mr. Crowley is the Chairman, President and Chief Executive Officer of Air Wisconsin Airlines Corporation (AWAC), a privately held company that operates as United Express and AirTran JetConnect.  AWAC is the largest privately held regional airline in the United States and operates a fleet of seventeen 86-100 seat British Aerospace 146 quad-jet aircraft and fifty-five 50-seat Canadair Regional Jets.  It operates as United Express feeding United Airlines at its Denver, Washington and Chicago hubs and as AirTran JetConnect feeding AirTran Airways in Atlanta, Baltimore and intrastate Florida.  AWAC employs approximately 3,000 people with annual revenues over $530 million.

Prior to AWAC, Mr. Crowley was Vice President of Marketing Alliances for Northwest Airlines, where he was responsible for strategic alliances with other international airlines.  During his tenure in that position, he developed and managed the KLM/Northwest global alliance, the first significant global alliance that became the model for future global alliances.  He was also responsible for the relationship with the Northwest Airlink regional feeder system, which consisted of five regional airlines.  Mr. Crowley was a member of the Board of Directors of Hawaiian Airlines, while Northwest had an ownership interest in Hawaiian.

Prior to Northwest, Mr. Crowley has held numerous other positions in the industry including Vice President - Sales and Service for The Trump Shuttle, Senior Vice President Marketing and Planning for Presidential Airways, General Manager of People Express Airlines and Director Customer Service - Quality Assurance for Texas International Airlines.  He was a founder of Presidential Airways and one of the original 11 people who left Texas International Airlines in 1980 to form People Express; one of the most significant start-up airlines that began after the airline industry was deregulated.  Prior to entering the airline industry, Mr. Crowley worked for the Transportation Consulting Division of Booz, Allen & Hamilton.

Mr. Crowley is a past Chairman of the Regional Airline Association and continues to serve on its Board. Mr. Crowley was appointed by President Clinton in 2000 and remains a member of the Federal Aviation Administration’s Management Advisory Council. He currently serves as the Chairman of the Fox Cities Chamber of Commerce and Industry. In 2001, the Governor of Wisconsin appointed him to the Governor’s Airport Financing Committee.  He has also served on the Board of Governors of the Wings Club.  He holds a B. S. in Engineering from Purdue University and an M. B. A. from Xavier University (Ohio).  Mr. Crowley is married and has four daughters.
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
